Teaching our children Road Safety

It is an alarming fact that more than 2,400 children under the age of 16 were killed or seriously injured on Britain roads in 2011. *
How can parents and carers help to reduce the risks that our children face on the roads? – By helping to teach road safety to the children at our school.

Is this not done by the Road Safety Department?  No – Bucks County Council provide a training package called Footsteps but it relies on volunteers to deliver the training. 

What is Footsteps? Footsteps is a practical pedestrian training scheme, aimed at children aged between 4 and 7.  It involves taking the children to the roadside and teaching them how to behave around traffic, what to look for, how to find safe places to cross the road and how to cross roads safely.  It is an excellent scheme and it is offered to children in Year 1 whenever possible. 

It seems like a good idea but I am very busy, will it take up much of my time?  No, following a 1½ hour training session you will be involved in training the children one afternoon per half term / two afternoons during the summer term / at least two afternoons during the year (please indicate the number of times volunteers will be required to deliver training).  In total you should only have to come into school 6 times during the year.
